Capping off Dussini’s first year, the Gaslamp Quarter Association recently honored 
Dussini with three Gaslamp Quarter Lamplighter Awards - Best Casual Fine Dining, Best 
Bar and Lounge, and Best New Restaurant, at their 12th Annual Awards Dinner. San 
Diego has embraced Dussini’s warm and friendly atmosphere and inviting range of 
exciting Mediterranean dishes. With its quality cuisine, comfortable loft bar and billiard 
lounge, plus its close proximity to downtown hotels, the San Diego Convention Center 
and Petco Park, Dussini has become a popular destination for visitors and San Diegans 
alike.  
 
Dussini’s Anniversary week will also feature an updated Winter Menu, skillfully 
prepared by executive chef Thomas DiMella.  New items include a rich and hearty 
Tuscan Braised Lamb Shank, slow braised in red wine with pancetta, cipollini onions, 



oven roasted carrots and served with gremolata; and the perfect winter fish, Oven 
Roasted Halibut con Finocchio, served on a bed of creamy mascarpone polenta, crispy 
leeks and a fennel lemon beurre blanc. 
 
Located at 275 5th Avenue, at 5th and K Street, Dussini resides in a historic brick building 
designed nearly a century ago by the famous San Diego architect, Irving Gill, whose 
work included the George W. Marston House and the first buildings for the Scripps 
Institute of Oceanography.  All brickwork has been carefully crafted to match the existing 
walls, harkening back to the Gaslamp QuarterÕs grittier warehouse days, early in the last 
century. The interior features three main levels joined by a three-story wine room, which 
rises from the restaurantÕs lower level and up through the mezzanine floor. The high-
ceilinged loft bar features a large granite U-shaped bar, a spacious billiard area and 
innovative fireplace. 
 
Dussini is open for lunch daily from 11:30 a.m. to 2:30 p.m.  Dinner is served from 5:30 
to 10 p.m Sunday through Thursday, on Fridays and Saturdays dinner is served until 11 
p.m.  The loft bar serves food and beverages daily from 11:30 a.m. to midnight on 
Sundays through Thursdays and until 1 a.m. on Fridays and Saturdays.
